Family Engagement: Professionals and Families as Partners

troubled YOUTH are not getting what they need to succeed. Lack of FAMILY involvement, mental health
issues, low graduation rates, recidivism, and other social/emotional issues remain difficult to overcome.
These factors combined with dwindling financial resources demand a renewed commitment to FAMILY
involvement across systems and communities. Adversarial relationships between FAMILIES and practitioners
have resulted in negative outcomes for all stakeholders. Developing partnerships between FAMILIES and
practitioners is hard work, but the rewards can be tremendous. This workshop will highlight strategies that
practitioners can use to support and engage FAMILIES in a wide continuum of services, education, training
and policies regarding them and their children.
